Crocodile fat is an animal by-product of commercial crocodile farming and until very recently has been discarded. The commercial crocodile breeding farm Repcillin use to get the fat from breeds thousands of crocodiles every year for the purpose of supplying crocodile meat to restaurants and meat suppliers in Africa and Europe. The skin of crocodiles is used locally to produce leather accessories and for export to major fashion houses in Europe. The term “crocodile farm” is used to describe any facility that breeds and/or grows crocodiles for commercial purposes and in accordance with the strict regulations of the CITES (the Convention on International Trade in Endangered Species of Wild Fauna and Flora).
Any industry that relies on natural, raw materials for its products has an awareness of the supply chain from ‘cradle to grave’, and the importance of protective measures during each and every step. Therefore, a strong focus for Repcillin is the way Crocodile oil is sourced.
